In just this past year, the 
Choir’s achievements 
are remarkable: We 
continued longstanding 
collaborations with the 
Lyric Opera of Chicago, 
River North Chicago 
Dance Company, Grant 
Park Music Festival, 
Ravinia Festival and 
the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra. We opened 
an eighth Neighborhood 
Choir in Albany Park, 
achieving record-high 
enrollment in our after-
school programming 
throughout the city. 

Programs in 45 Chicago 
Public Schools brought 
the highest quality 
music education to 
2,181 children. In April, 
by invitation from the 
Congressionally appointed 
Lincoln Bicentennial 
Committee, the Choir 
joined Denyce Graves, 
Sweet Honey In The 
Rock, the U.S. Marine 
Band and Colin Powell on 
the steps of the Lincoln 
Memorial in Washington 
D.C., commemorating the  
70th anniversary of 
Marian Anderson’s 
historic concert at that 
site. The Neighborhood 

Choirs toured Arizona,  
Massachusetts, New 
Jersey, New York and 
Wisconsin while the 
Concert Choir toured 
Argentina and Uruguay 
performing for thousands 
in renowned concert 
halls while experiencing 
unforgettable cultural 
exchanges. The Choir 
received a Chicago/
Midwest Emmy Award for 
Excellence on Camera in 
the documentary Songs on 
the Road to Freedom…

However, what is most 
important, beyond any 
of these outstanding 
musical achievements, is 
how these children are 
changed as individuals 
through the pursuit of 
musical excellence. 
Through their VOICES, 
they learn to express 
themselves in a way that 
speaks to the hearts of 
all people. That is the 
reason that Christopher 
Moore founded Chicago 
Children’s Choir 53  
years ago—to have a 
profound impact on the  

world; to truly shape 
the future. Without 
Chicago Children’s Choir, 
thousands of children in 
this city would not have 
these experiences, not 
to mention the tens of 
thousands of people they 
touch.

It is through the 
support of individuals, 
government agencies,  
corporations and 
foundations such as all of 
you that the Choir is able 
to have such a meaningful 
impact on Chicago’s 
children and beyond.  

Each year the Choir raises 
close to $1.5 million to 
keep programs affordable 
to all participating 
families regardless of 
financial situation. More 
than 75% of our singers 
come from low-income 
families, with some 
paying as little as $80 
in tuition for a full year 
of programming. Your 
contributions are what 
make this all thrive.
